Charitable Solicitation on Roadways

Chapter 269. Charitable Solicitation on Roadways
§ 269-1. Purpose.

The purpose of this chapter is to authorize and establish the requirements and process by which
charitable organizations within the Borough of High Bridge shall be permitted to solicit
contributions in the roadway or a highway or intersection within the Borough subject to certain
restrictions and conditions, pursuant to a charitable solicitation permit issued by the Borough.

§ 269-2. Definitions.

As used in this chapter, the following terms, when used in this section, shall have the meanings
indicated:

CHARITABLE ORGANIZATION
Means any person determined by the Federal Internal Revenue Service to be a tax

exempt organization pursuant to Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986,
26 U.S.C. § 501(c)3); or

Any person who is, or holds himself or herself out to be, established for any benevolent,
philanthropic, humane, social welfare, public health, or other charitable purpose, or for
the benefit of law enforcement personnel, firefighters or other persons who protect the
public safety, or any person who in any manner employs a charitable appeal as the basis
of any solicitation, or an appeal, which has a tendency to suggest there is a charitable
purpose to any such solicitation.

CHARITABLE PURPOSE
Means any purpose described in section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986,
26 U.S.C. § 501(c)(3); or

Any benevolent, philanthropic, humane, social welfare, public health, or other charitable
objective, or an objective that benefits law enforcement personnel, firefighters, or other
persons who protect the public safety.

CHARITABLE SOLICITATION PERMIT
Means a permit issued by the Borough pursuant to this ordinance .



DEPARTMENT
Means the New Jersey Department of Transportation.

FREEWAY
Means a multi-lane, divided highway having a minimum of two lanes in each direction
and limited access.

ROADWAY
Means a public nght-of-way, whether open or improved or not, including all existing
factors of improvements.

RIGHT-OF-WAY
Means State highway property and property rights, including easements, owned and
controlled by the Department.

SHOULDER
Means the portion of the roadway that lies between the edge of the traveled way and curb
line, excluding auxiliary lanes.

TRAVELED WAY
Means the portion of the roadway provided for the movement of vehicles, exclusive of
shoulders and auxiliary lanes.

§ 269-3. Authorization.

A. Pursuant to N.JI.LS A, 39:4-60 , charitable organizations are hereby permitted to solicit
contributions in the right-of-way of a roadway or State highway located within the Borough
subject to the provisions and restrictions contained in this ordinance .

B Under no circumstances may a charitable organization conduct a charitable solicitation
without first having obtained a permit from the Chief of Police.

§ 269-4. Time frame of permit.

A, No single permit may be issued for more than two days. No charitable organization will be
given more than one permit within a calendar year.

B. Each charitable solicitation covered by this ordinance shall require the issuance of a
separate permit.

€. The Chief of Police shall determine the hours of solicitation on the days for which the permit
has been issued.

§ 269-5. Permits.

A. A charitable organization seeking issuance of a charitable solicitation permit shall file an
application with the Chief of Police on forms provided by the Chief of Police.

B. An application for a charitable solicitation permit shall be filed with the Chief of Police not
less than seven (7) days before the date upon which it is proposed to conduct such the
solicitation.

Contents of charitable solicitation permit. The application for a charitable solicitation
permit shall set forth the following information:

{a) Name, address and telephone number of the authorized charitable organization
seeking to conduct the charitable solicitation.

{b) Date and times upon which the solicitation is proposed.

{c) Method of charitable solicitation. (i.e., coin toss using blankets).

{d) Specific location or location of proposed charitable solicitation 9i.e. the name(s) of
the roadway and the precise location on the roadway).

(€) Contact person for the charitable organization.

(f) Names of the persons (solicitors) conducting the charitable solicitation on behalf of
the charitable organization at each proposed location.

(g)_Any additional information which the Chief of Police shall find reasonably
necessary for the fair determination as to whether a permit should be issued.

C. If the proposed charitable solicitation is to be conducted upon any county highway, road or
infersection, the authorized charitable organization must submit written evidence of approval
by the Hunterdon County Board of Freeholders pursuant to N.J.S A. 39:4-60.

D. Permit requirements.

The Chief of Police is hereby authorized to sign the charitable solicitation permit on
behalf of the Borough.

The Chief of Police shall be responsible for supervising the solicitation and enforcing
the terms of the charitable solicitation permit.

The charitable solicitation permit issued by the Borough and the charitable solicitation
permit issued by the Department shall be in the possession of the solicitor for the
charitable organization during all times of solicitation and be available for inspection
by the State, county and Borough police enforcement personnel.

§ 269-6. Demal of permit and appeal.

A. The Chief of Police may deny a permit based on the following reasons:

To ensure that traffic flow is not unreasonably impeded, interrupted, or delayed;

The design of the particular roadway, highway and/or intersection, turning movements,
traffic densities, and/or speeds do not permit the safe interaction between the solicitor
and vehicular traffic;

The solicitation would interfere with construction activity; or

To protect the public safety.

B. If the Chief of Police denies a permit, the notice of denial will set forth the reasons for the
denial.



C.. An applicant who has been denied a charitable solicitation permit may appeal such denial to
the Borough Counci] within 30 days of the initial denial by the Chief of Police or the denial
of the request for reconsideration, whichever is later..

D. The applicant may submit a written request for reconsideration by the Chief of Police, within

30 days of denial of a permit. The Chief of Police shall provide a written decision on the
request for reconsideration within 30 days of receipt of the written request.

E. The Borough Council shall render a decision to the applicant within 30 days of receipt of a
written request.

§ 269-7. Fee.

The Borough waives any fees in connection with this solicitation,

§ 269-8. General restrictions and provisions.

A._Solicitation of contributions is prohibited along traffic circles or highway or roadway
segments determined to be inappropriate by the Chief of Police or his or her designee in the
nterest of public safety.

B. Solicitation is permitted only at signalized intersections or when the existing traffic control
device causes temporary interruption in the flow of normal traffic.

C.. The Borough Police may suspend solicitation operations at any time if any condition of a
state, county or municipal permit is violated or if, in the police officer’s sole discretion,
traffic is being impeded or delayed or the public safety is at risk.

D. Solicitation shall be subject to the specific terms and conditions of each permit granted.
E. Solicitation shall not stop traffic or impede the flow of traffic. Traffic shall already be
stopped before solicitation may occur and shall cease while traffic is moving. Use of a

flagman shall be prohibited.

F. The chantable organization shall be responsible for cleaning up any of its debris from the
roadway.

G. Solicitation shall only be permitted during daylight hours, subject to the hours of solicitation
set forth in the permit.

H._ Solicitors shall not drink alcoholic beverages, use drugs or be under the influence of drugs or
alcohol when soliciting.

1. Each person soliciting charitable contributions on behalf of the charitable organization shall
be at least 18 years of age and a member of the charitable organization.

4. Solicitors shall not touch any vehicle or rap on any window or in any way intimidate the
occupants of any automobile.



§ 269-9, Safety criteria.

A. All solicitors shall wear safety vests that are in accordance with Department standards.

B. Parking of vehicles shall comply with applicable traffic regulations. Off-site parking shall be
utilized wherever feasible.

C. Cotin tosses using blankets located off the traveled way are the preferred method of
solicitation and strongly encouraged. All other methods of solicitation shall require the
approval of the Chief of Police and shall be set forth in the permit issued.

D. The solicitors shall not install any traffic control devices.

§ 269-10. Signage requirements.

A. Signs advertising the solicitation are permitted, but they must be of temporary construction
and breakaway to the extent possible.

B. Signage shall be a maximum of 16 square feet.

C. Signage shall be in accordance with the temporary signage standards contained in the Manual
on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.

D. At least two waming signs shall be placed as follows:

(1) “CHARITABLE SOLICITATION 500 FEET AHEAD”; and
{2) A second sign following identifying the name of the charitable organization soliciting.

E. Signs shall not be permitted in the traveled way or in medians less than eight feet in width.

E. All signs warning, noticing or advertising solicitations shall be removed within 24 hours
following the solicitation event.

§ 269-11. Borough immunity from liability.

The Borough of High Bridge shall not be liable in any civil action for damages for personal
injury or property damage resulting from a motor vehicle accident arising out of or in the course
of solicitations for the purpose of soliciting contributions conducted by the charitable
organization as defined in this ordinance.

§ 269-12. Violations and penalties.

Any person guilty of violating a provision of this ordinance shall be liable for a fine not to
exceed $100 for each day of such violation.

ORDINANCE #2017-06

Amending Section 601.E — Establishment of Planning Board and Board of Adjustment
Alternate Members

WHEREAS, Article 6, Section 601 section E. Alternate Members of the municipal Ordinance
states:

The Mayor may appoint up to two (2) alternate members of the Planning Board. The alternates
shall meet the qualifications for Class IV members. Alternate members shall be designated by the
Mayor at the time of their appointment as “Alternate No. 17 and; “Alternate No. 2", The terms
of the alternate members shall be for two (2) vears each and shall be such that the term of not
more than one (1) alternate member shall expire in any given year provided that no alternate
member shall be appointed for a term exceeding two (2) vears. A vacancy occurring otherwise
than by expiration of term shall be filed by the Mayor for the unexpired term only. Alternate
members may participate in discussions of the proceedings but may not vote except in the
absence or disqualification of a regular member of any class. A vote shall not be delayed in
order that a regular member may vote instead of an alternate member. In the event that a choice
must be made as to which alternate member is 1o vote. Alternate No. I shall vote,

AND WHEREAS, Article 6, Section 601 section J. Additional Powers of the municipal
Ordinance states:

The Planning Board, without the participation of the Class I and Class 11l members, shall
constitute the Zoning Board of Adjustment and be subject to the same restrictions and statutory
powers of same.

AND WHEREAS, N.J. Statutes 40:55D-56, by L. 2004, ¢.105 states:

It was provided that the municipality may provide for not more than four alternate members
who would then be designated as Alternate #1, Alternate #2, Alternate #3, and Alternate #4, and
provides that the terms of not more than two alternate members shall expire in any one year and
that in the event that a choice must be made as to which alternate members to vote, alternate
members shall vote in the order of their numerical designations. As under prior legislation,
alternates are appointed for terms of two years.



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of High
Bridge, in the County of Hunterdon and the State of New Jersey, hereby amend sections of
Article 6, Section 601 section E. Alternate Members of the Borough Ordinances to read:

The Mayor may appoint up to four (4) alternate members of the Planning Board. The alternates
shall meet the qualifications for Class IV members. Alternate members shall be designated by the
Mayor at the time of their appointment as “Alternate No. 17, “Alternate No. 2", “Alternate No.
3", and “Alternate No. 4", The terms of the alternate members shall be for two (2) years each
and shall be such that the term of not more than two (2) alternate members shall expire in any
given year provided that no alternate member shall be appointed for a term exceeding two (2)
years. A vacancy occurring otherwise than by expiration of term shall be filled by appointment of
the Mayor for the unexpired term only. Alternate members may participate in discussions of the
proceedings but may not vote except in the absence or disqualification of a regular member of
any class. A vote shall not be delayed in order that a regular member may vote instead of an
alternate member. In the event that a choice must be made as to which alternate member is to
vote. Alternate No. I shall vote.

PUBLIC NOTICE

Notice is hereby given that the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection {Department) proposes
to renew the Tier A New Jersey Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NJPDES) General Permit
(NJ0141852) and the Tier B NJPDES General Permit (NJ0141861). Renewal of these permits is in
accordance with NJ.A.C. 7:14A, and by authority of the Water Pollution Control Act at NJ.S.A. 58:10A-1

et seq.

These permit renewals serve to authorize discharges from Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems (M$4)
from New Jersey Tier A Municipalities and Tier B Municipalities. Stormwater runoff is commonly
transported through MS4s before discharging into local waterbodies. Tier A Municipalities are located
within the more urbanized regions of the state or along or near the Atlantic coast, while Tier B
Municipalities tend to be located in more rural and non-coastal areas. All municipalities are considered
either Tier A or Tier B. A full copy of the proposed master general permit renewal for Tier A is available at
www.ni.gov/dep/dwa/tier_a_draft.htm and a full copy of the proposed master general permit renewal for
Tier B is available at www.nj.gov/dep/dwqg/tier b_drafthtm. Here you can also find crosswalks which
provide a detailed comparison of changes from 2009 to the proposed 2017 permits, and Frequently Asked
Questions documents.

The regulation of stormwater runoff through the Tier A MS4 NJPDES permit is intended to provide water
quality benefits and prevent increased flooding and erosion. The permit is a regulatory mechanism which
addresses stormwater quality and quantity issues related to public works operations, new development,
redevelopment, and existing developed areas by requiring Tier A Municipalities to implement stormwater
programs. New Jersey’s MS4 permit program is prescriptive in nature in that it clearly defines the
Statewide Basic Requirements (SBRs) and Other Control Measures as applicable to Tier A Municipalities.
This includes requirements that pertain to public involvement and participation, local public education and
outreach, post-construction stormwater management for new development and redevelopment, pollution
prevention/good housekeeping for municipal operators, illicit discharge and scouring detection and control,
and ensuring public and private stormwater facility operation and maintenance. The Tier B MS4 NJPDES
permit contains a subset of the Tier A MS4 NJPDES permit provisions. This includes requirements that
pertain to local public education and outreach, post-construction stormwater management for new
development and redevelopment, and ensuring public and private stormwater facility operation and
maintenance. Both Tier A and Tier B Municipalities are required to review new and redevelopment
projects meeting the definition of major development to ensure such projects are designed, constructed,
operated and maintained in accordance with the stormwater management rules. Both Tier A and Tier B
Municipalities are required to continue to maintain stormwater management plans and enforce stormwater
ordinances.

The Department is establishing a 45-day public comment period for these proposed permit renewals.
Written comments may be submitted via e-mail to stormwatermanager@dep.nj.gov. Written comments
may also be submitted to James Murphy, Chief, or Attention: Comments on Public Notice NJ014]852
and NJ0141861, at Mail Code 401-02B, Division of Water Quality, Bureau of Nonpoint Pollution
Control, P.O. Box 420, Trenton, N} 08625-0420. Written comments must be submitted to the
Department by April 3, 2017. Al persons who believe that any conditions of these draft documents are
inappropriate or that the Department's decision to issue these draft documents is inappropriate, must raise
all reasonable arguments and factual grounds supporting their position, including all supporting materials,




during the public comment period. All materials supporting a comment shall be included in full and may
not be incorporated by reference.

The Department wiil hold a non-adversarial public hearing to solicit public comment on both the Tier A and
Tier B draft permits on March 22, 2017 from 1 P.M. to 5 P.M. (or end of testimony, whichever comes first)
at:

The hearing shall be held before a Hearing Officer designated by the Department. Interested persons will
have the opportunity to present and submit information on the proposed action.
