AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 167, ARTICLE IV, HIGH BRIDGE
HILLS GOLF, OF THE CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF HIGH BRIDGE,
ESTABLISHING GOLF RATES

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Common Council of the Borough of High
Bridge, in the County of Hunterdon and State of New Jersey as follow:

SECTIONI: Chapter 167-7, Article IV, is hereby amended to establish ranges for High
Bridge Hills Golf Club In-Season rates as follows:

C. Borough of High Bridge Monday -
Resident/Taxpayer Rates Friday Weekends & Holidays
$15-850 $15-$65

Prices Include Green Fee, Cart Fee & any applicable taxes.
Senior Rates are honored for players over the age of 60. Valid ID must be presented.

Replay Rates are available M-F for $20 and Sat-Sun for $30 - includes Green Fee, Cart Fee,
GPS & any applicable taxes. Replays are based on availability and cannot be booked in
advance.

Any player may purchase the Advantage Card for $19 which saves $5 off each 18 hole rate,
and Mid-Day, Twilight, Super Twilight or 9 Hole Rate and $10 off each Senior Special or
Junior Special. Benefits are non-transferable, and expire on 12/31. Advantage Card rates
cannot be combined with any other offer.

Player Development Program Cards are $199 and include unlimited Range Balls. PDP Card
holders may also play after 4:30pm every day of the week for $10 - includes Green Fee, Cart
Fee, GPS & any applicable taxes. Benefits are non-transferable, and expire on 12/31.
Driving range is open weather permitting,

*Junior Rate (17 or younger) is walking only and not available Saturdays, Sundays &
Holidays before 12pm. Cart fee is additional if a junior rides with a lcensed adult driver.




SECTION IF: The actual rates and charges shall be established from time to time by the
Mayor and Council by Resolution. The operator of the Golf Course may also provide
discounts on particular rates in order to maximize scheduling opportunities, provided that
the rates are within the ranges established by this ordinance.

ORDINANCE #2017-11
Chapter 118. Games of Chance, Raffle and Bingo Licenses

Article I. Games of Chance

§ 118-1. Purpose

This chapter is hereby established to authorize and regulate all games of chance held, operated or
conducted within the Borough of High Bridge pursuant to the “Bingo Licensing Law” N.J.S.A.
5:8-24 et seq., and the “Raffles Licensing Law” N.J.S.A. 5:8-50 et seq., and in accordance with
the rules and regulations promulgated by the Legalized Games of Chance Control Commission
in the Department of Law and Public Safety of the State of New Jersey. All applications and
licenses shall be subject to the provisions of such Acts and the rules and regulations and any
laws, rules and regulations hereafter enacted and shall be further subject to the provisions of this
chapter.

§ 118-2 Issuing Authority

The Mayor and Council hereby delegate the Municipal Clerk the authority to approve the
granting of bingo and raffle licenses.

§ 118-3 Conduct of games of chance on Sunday.

Authorized licensees shall be permitted to conduct games of chance on any day of the week,
including Sundays, as provided by N.J.S.A. 5:8-31 and N.J.S.A. 5:8-58.

§ 118-4 Investigation of applicant
The Mayor and Council shall make an investigation of the qualifications of each applicant and
the ments of each application in accordance with N.J.S.A. 5:8-27. Whereas all members

requiring investigation shall be subject to a name check as authorized by N.JLA.C. 13:59-1. The
High Bridge Police Department shall serve as a clearinghouse for such investigations.

§ 118-5 Fees

In accordance with the N.J.A.C. 13:47-4.10 all license fees shall be established as outlined in
N.J.A.C. 13:47-4.9,

§_118-6 Conduct of games on Sunday

It shall be lawful to conduct, hold and operate games of chance as provided in N.J.S.A. 5:8-31



and N.J.§.A. 5:8-58.
§ 118-7 Violations and penalties

Any person who violates any of the provisions of this chapter shall be subject to a fine of
$500.00 for each violation.

Whereas, Hunterdon County has 28 volunteer fire companies answering 3,500 calls for service each
year; and

Whereas, the changes in where people work, increases in the training requirements, a decline in
volunteerism, have all contributed to a reduction in available volunteer fircfighters; and

Whereas, these changes are especially acute during daytime responses, specifically from 06:00 until
18:00 weekdays; and

Whereas, in the face of these challenges Hunterdon’s fire companies are doing an amazing job of
protecting her citizens; and

Whereas, when one fire company is struggling its neighbors always rise to the occasion to assist
thus placing further strain on those companies doing well with personnel response; and

Whereas, public safety and specifically providing fire protection to its citizens is among the primary
responsibilities of local government; and

Whereas, in Hunterdon County the fire service has long been a combination of volunteer
companies, Municipal Government support and County Government coordination; and

Whereas, Hunterdon’s 28 fire companies, through mutual aid agreements, multiple task forces, the
Office of Fire Coordinator, Hunterdon County Fire Chiefs Association and Hunterdon’s Division of
Communications & Office of Emergency Management, operate similarly to one fire company with
28 stations.; and

Whereas, in response to these challenges and cognizant of these long standing practices the
Hunterdon County Fire Chiefs Association has crafted a plan to address the problem of daytime fire
response; and

Whereas, that plan calls for the creation of a County Daytime Fire Department staffed with paid
employees in three regions strategically placed across the county to ensure timely response; and

Whereas, this Department will serve as a supplement to our local first due fire companies to ensure
on every call there is a fully staffed engine;

Now therefore be it resolved, that the Borough of High Bridge fully supports our volunteers on our
fire company and the mutual aid companies that routinely answer calls in our municipality;

And be it further resolved, that the Borough of High Bridge endorses and supports this plan to
create a County Daytime Fire Department to ensure the continued protection of our citizens and their

This letter is in response to your request for a re-certification of eligibility for Solitude House
focated at 7 River Road (on a portion of Block 4.07 / Lot 1} in High Bridge Borough, Hunterdon
County, New Jersey. Solitude House, along with its associated outbuildings, was previously found 10
he individually eligible by a Certification of Eligibility dated October 23. 2003. My staff made a site
visit on March 21, 2017.

Based on a review of available documentation, it is my opinion that Solitude House, together with
associated outbuildings, continues to be individually eligible for histing in the New Jersey and National
Registers of Historie Places under Criterion C for its architectural significance. Additional research
and scholarship may also reveal evidence to support a case for eligibility under Criterion A in the area
of industry for its associations with the ironworks, as well as Criterion B for individuals significant in
the course of the American Revolution.

Solitude House was built sometime after the establishment of the Allen & Tumner ironworks (later
the Taylor Wharton Iron Company) in the 1740s, and likely before the American Revolution. While
the 18"-century appearance of the building was lost to a thorough remodeling and cxpansion in the
middle of the 19" century, these changes are reflective of a major expansion of the ironworks.

The boundaries of the eligible property are depicted on the attached map. The outbuildings and site
teatures included as contributing parts of the eligible resource are:
